Dear Chairman Finizia:
I write to you on behalf of the Town of Chester Planning Board.   

The above referenced applicant appeared before the planning board during its meeting of February 6, 2019 seeking site plan approval to utilize the above referenced property for a mixed use consisting of a distillery, a catering hall and a residence.  

A review of the Town Code calls into question whether the mixed use proposed is permitted in separate buildings on the property and further calls into question whether catering is a permitted use in the LB-SL zoning district.  

Accordingly, pursuant to Town Code Section 98-37(A)(1), the applicant has been referred to your board for an interpretation as to whether:

1. The proposed mixed use on the property is permitted in separate buildings
; and

2. Catering is a use that is permitted in the LB-SL District.
 

Additionally, construction of improvements are proposed approximately 60 feet away from a cemetery that is located on the premises.  This proposed construction is in violation of Town Code Chapter 40A.  This matter is thus further referred to your board for consideration of a variance from this requirement should your board determine that you have the requisite jurisdiction to entertain this request given that the code provision at issue is not in the town zoning ordinance.

If you determine that this application is not a type II under SEQRA, it is suggested that you handle this matter on an uncoordinated review basis.

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� Section 98-2 of the Town Code defines “mixed use” as follows:  A building containing residential uses in addition to nonresidential uses permitted in the zone.  Mixed uses will only be allowed in the LB-SL zoning district and will allow for apartments above or to the rear of businesses within the same building.  


� “Catering” is not identified in the LB-SL bulk tables as a use that is permitted in this zoning district.
