Comments: 
The Department has received the above referenced local law and has found no evidence that significant intermunicipal or countywide impacts would result from its approval.  We would like to offer the following advisory comments:
Definition: §77A-4 includes four definitions. In the proposed definition of the second term, “Resident Agent,” the last sentence reads “A resident agent must be an individual permit; not a corporation, limited liability company or similar entity.”  We believe the intended wording was “individual person.”
Notification: §77A-7.A requires that the Town be notified at least 24 hours but not more than 30 days prior to the occupancy of a short-term rental.  We advise the Town that the proposed website form or other simple notification method that can be streamlined would be the easiest way for owners to comply; also in higher-tourism-activity months (primarily summer), it may make sense to have some sort of system that allows for multiple inputs at once.
