INTRODUCTORY LOCAL LAW 1 OF 2024 

A LOCAL LAW TO REGULATE VEHICLE WEIGHT ON KINGS HIGHWAY  
FROM BELLVALE ROAD TO KINGS HIGHWAY PINE HILL 

 

Section 1. Legislative Intent 

 It is the intent of this local law to limit the size of trucks and other vehicles 

permitted to travel on Kings Highway through the hamlet of Sugar Loaf.  The Town 

Board seeks to improve the safety of pedestrians in the hamlet.   

Section 2. Chapter 98, entitled “Vehicles and Traffic”, section 18, entitled “Weight 

Limits” is hereby amended by adding the following: 

Name of Street Weight Location 

Kings Highway 5 tons Kings Highway (former 
County Route 13) starting 
at Bellvale Road to Pine 
Hill Road. 

 

Section 3. Severability 

 If any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, or part of this Local Law or the 

application thereof to any person, firm or corporation, or circumstance, shall be adjusted 

by any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unconstitutional, such order or 

judgment shall not affect, impair, or invalidate the remainder thereof , but shall be 

confined in its operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, or part of this 

Local Law or in its application to the person, individual, firm or corporation or 

circumstance, directly involved in the controversy in which such judgment or order shall 

be rendered. 

Section 4.  Authority  

This local law is adopted pursuant to section 10 of the Statute of Local 

Governments which provides local governments the power “to adopt, amend and repeal 

ordinances, resolutions and rules and regulations in the exercise of its functions, powers 

and duties” and is further authorized by New York State Vehicle & Traffic Law § 1660 

Section 5.  Effective Date 

 This local law shall take effect upon filing with the Secretary of State and further 

upon the posting of signs in accordance with the New York State Uniform Highway 

Manual.
